hat does the year 1901, a 4-watt
light bulb and 1 million hours have
in common? An amazing story of a

light bulb that has been burning for 107 years,
setting a world record. The special bulb is the
pride and joy of the firefighters at the Liver-
more, California firehouse Station No. 6. The
light bulb originally illuminated light on horse-
pulled carts that carried water to fires. It was
left on all the time so the firefighters would not
have to fumble with lighting the wicks on their
kerosene lanterns.

The bulb was manufactured by the Shelby

Light Company of Shelby, Ohio. The bulb has
far outlived the company which closed in 1914.
The famous bulb has been featured in the book
“On the Road with Charles Kuralt”, the Guinness
World Records, Ripley’s Believe It Or Not, re-
ceives annual birthday wishes from radio legend
Paul Harvey and even has its own website and
webcam (www.centennialbulb.org).

So what’s the secret?

There are many theories, but it is suspected that
the bulb has burned so long because it never gets
switched on and off.

Parents, Caregivers Urged to Help Protect the Smallest Among Us

nquisitive youngsters with little fingers
I are constantly exploring the world around

them. Sometimes their curiosity can con-
nect them with danger.

Each year, 2400 children - an average of seven
children per day - are treated in emergency
rooms for injuries caused by inserting objects
into electrical outlets, according to the U.S.
Consumer Product Safety Commission. Eighty-
nine percent are under the age of six, with the
highest risk group being boys age
two to three. Most often these acci-
dents happen at home with everyday
household items such as hairpins,
keys, and paperclips. Injuries vary
from minor to serious burns, and
some contacts prove fatal.

Plastic outlet caps offer an inexpen-
sive form of protection, but some

toddlers and pre-school age children can man-
age to remove them and adults often forget to
replace the caps after using an outlet, leaving
it open for young fingers to explore. The new
tamper-resistant outlets offer constant protec-
tion.

Tamper-resistant receptacles have built-in shut-
ter systems that prevent single-pronged objects
like hairpins from being inserted. Unlike plastic
outlet caps, the new receptacles are permanent,
automatic, and reliable. They install
just like standard outlets and are only
slightly more expensive to purchase.

The new receptacles do not replace
ground fault circuit interrupters (GFClIs)
and should be used in conjunction with
them. GFCIs sense the leakage of cur-
rent to ground and immediately shut off

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How would you recognize
a pipeline leak?

Ithough pipeline leaks are rare, know-
ing how to recognize and respond to
apossible leak is a key component in

pipeline safety. Trust your senses. You may
recognize a pipeline leak by:

A Sight: Liquid pools, discolored or
abnormally dry soil, continuous bubbling
in wet or flooded areas, an oily sheen
on water surfaces, and vaporous fogs or
blowing dirt around a pipeline area can all
be indicative of a pipeline leak. Dead or
discolored plants in an otherwise healthy
area of vegetation or frozen ground in
warm weather are other possible signs.

A Sound: Volume can range from a quiet
hissing to a loud roar depending on the
size of the leak.

A Smell: An unusual smell, petroleum
odor, or gaseous odor will sometimes
accompany a pipeline leak. Natural
gas is odorless and remains so during
transit to the distribution facilities where
odorants are added to the gas to impart
a distinct odor.
